There are hundreds of 

volunteers that donate goods and money, plus those who are ―hands on‖ serving food, helping in our grocery and clothing 

areas, conducting bible studies, helping at events, and those who just respond to the surprising needs that we see.  
 

What is really special is that as The Mission responds to the needs of people whether new or expanded due to growth, the Lord 

has been so faithful to bring us the people, funds, and goods we need to serve all people at a high level of excellence. I believe 

He is faithful to us because we really work hard and bathe our efforts in prayer as we strive to be obedient and faithful to Him. 

After all He loves His people, and He has charged us to care for those that hurt the most and that are seeking hope in what they 

see as a hopeless world.  
 

Over the years, the Mission has had a steady growth in its core services. In 2009 we met quite a few challenges; the number of 

hot meals served daily increased dramatically, the city asked us to pave both of our empty parking lots, our numbers increased 

but our finances didn’t, etc., etc… But not to worry, God is already providing the food and volunteers as He touches hearts of 
churches, businesses, and individuals that are responding with food drives, fundraisers and so much more for 2010.  Here 

again, He provided the vision of serving the needs and the same way He provided for us in 2009 he now continues to provide 

the resources to make it happen in 2010.  
 

All that happens at The Mission comes from people whose hearts have been touched to serve. That touch of compassion shows 

an ever-faithful God who blesses a place where God’s people can come to serve God’s people.  We continue to give thanks 

daily for God’s blessings.
