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My name is Milly and I am the Grocery Distribution Manager (in other words the person in 

charge of the garage).  One of the things people donõt realize we do is that we provide food bags 

to the homeless twice a week.  This bag consist of pop-up canned good, some snacks, drinks, 

and anything else we get in that is easy for them to eat on the go.  The homeless we help are 

different than the average homeless you may see in the streets.  Why?  Because they are 

clean, fed, and their individual needs are met.  That is why so many people donõt even realize 

Winter Haven has homeless.  But as a ministry it is difficult to meet everyoneõs needs with 

the little resources we have.  Something as simple as providing our homeless with can openers, 

bug spray and items that are worth gold to them. 

People ask us all the timeé  Is there anything specific we can do for the homeless? The answer is YES! One of the biggest areas 

we are always short is on hygiene items.  We have over 400 homeless and usually only have enough hygiene items for about 

100 bags.  The Mission wants to bless hundreds of needy people but can only do so much.  We need help from individuals like 

you.  Bags fil led with everyday hygiene items many of us take for granted. You can help by donating the following new and 

unopened items and just drop them off at the garage Monday through Thursday from 7-12:  

 Toothbrushes  

 Toothpaste  

 Shampoo 

 Disposable razors  

 Shaving cream  

 Deodorant  

 Combs  

 Hand/Body lotion  

 Feminine hygiene products  

"What a huge harvest!" he said to his disciples. "How few workers!

As we face some obstacles causing a one week delay in reopening The Missionôs doors, my spirit is anxious 
to be among the people of this great community. As a ministry, there is a strong burden for the preaching and 
exemplification of the Gospel. It is one thing to meet a physical need, but there is an even greater spiritual 
need. This is where you come in. Jesusô sense of compassion for the people came as a result of His ministry 
among the people. It is people that the Son of God came for and the reason The Mission exists. People feel 
swallowed up by sin and hurts of life. We as believers are commanded by God to go out and preach the Good 
News, or at minimum, pray that laborers be sent out. Which are you? 
  

The awesome part is in the fact that whether you are going or praying, you 
are still the answer to the prayer you are commanded to pray. Any farmer knows the 
importance of the harvest; it is not the size that is important as much as it is the timing. The 
importance is in the gathering before it rots.  
 

We serve the helpless, hopeless and the harassed. They are broken, bruised, and bewildered. 
This ministry is not only a physical need meeting ministry, which would make us a social 
service agency. No, we at The Mission are a ministry of love, reconciliation, and restoration. 
We strive to serve our fellow man and honor God. The reality is, this, it takes time, resources, 
able bodies and finances to do what we are called to do. 

 

People are waiting, hoping, and praying that this will be a year of 
change for them. Many believe that they will not survive another 
year like the one they just came out of.  
 

Time is of the essence, the harvest is huge, the 
harvest is ripe, the number of workers depends on 
you. Go forth or pray, but do something. The 
Mission is counting on you, the people are counting 
on you, and Jesus is counting on you.

PARKING LOT UPDATE: 
 

The main paved areas of the two parking lots were completed January 27, the 
curbs were constructed February 1, the driveway aprons and sidewalks are 
scheduled for February 4 and 5 and the striping of spaces on February 6. We 
believe the lots will be open for use on February 8. This is one week later than 
originally scheduled, the primary cause being delays to other work of the 
contractor during the freeze conditions in December. After the concrete work is 
complete and the lots are in use the irrigation system, landscaping and one 
remaining fence will be completed as soon as practical. Appreciation will be 
expressed in a future newsletter for the many individuals and organizations 
that have provided support for th is project in so many ways.
