We are blessed with two donated lots behind The Mission used for 

parking from the day we entered this promised land but are now challenged to renovate 

both lots according to city code ordinance. January 2010 our Mission flock will no 

longer be allowed to park their vehicles on grassy terrain.  Both lots must be paved and 

landscaped. We must be in subjection to our governing authorities (Romans 13:1-3).  

The cost of this challenge is Sixty Thousand Dollars and the deadline set by the city 

planners is January 2010. If we do not comply The Mission will be faced with city 

code violations. Stan Burnett, elder and president of our Mission Board, has labored 

and planned accordingly to appease our city planners. There is much communication 

between the City of Winter Haven and The Mission to work amicably and satisfy the 

city code ordinance. 
 

My Beloved Mission Family and Friends, I ask on behalf of two thousand families 

receiving groceries each month and multitudes of special needs people, the elderly and 

homeless receiving help and support to come to the aide of our outreach of love and 

reconciliation ( 2 Corinthians 5:18,19). Whatever gift you send this month designated 

for ñParking Lotò will indeed be a blessing.

I came from a divorced 

home.  My mom was at the point where she had to steal diapers for us.  

My dad was a drug dealer.   

 

I started drugs for the first time at age sixé Yes, age six.  The man who 

was supposed to be my father introduced me to drugs.  I would help him 

get his merchandise in order.  By the age of fourteen I was a heroin addict.  
I got to a point in my life where I had no one and so my friends became 

marijuana and heroin and they were my only family.  But I now know I 

went through all of these storms so God could be glorified by His grace.   

 

I have been clean for five years now.  I am in my 20ôs.  Itôs been rough.  

This year, while working at a job, I was injured.  Because of my injury 

workers comp said I couldnôt just stay home and they recommended I go 

volunteer somewhere.  Little did I know that what I was about to venture 

into would be more than a volunteer position.  I was assigned to The 

Mission.  At the Mission I heard the gospel message and turned closer to 

the Lord. That was five months ago, and I have not looked back.  I help 

out at the front desk and am reminded every day that what I went through 
now helps me to serve others that are going through their storm right now.   

 

I am now seven months pregnant and expecting a baby boy.  The Mission 

has taught me so much about life.  I can say now that I know where I have 

been, I know where I am and I know where I want to go.  I hope to one 

day go back to school and maybe even become a surgical technician, own 

some land with a nice house and most importantly love my baby boy.  I 

want to bring him up where he can see a mom and a dad that are dedicated 

to working hard, loving each other and loving God. 

 

I thank you so much for supporting this ministry because it has given me 
much joy to serve here.  I feel like there is hope for my future and family 

is more than drugs.

Many of you have already experienced a road trip this summer and fall.  Perhaps you have visited family or taken a 

much-needed vacation. Last month I took a trip to Texas with my parents.  It was an interesting journey.  During 

this journey, what I looked forward to the most was the rest stops. They give you the opportunity to stop, stretch 

your legs and maybe have a meal or a refreshing drink.  And it reminded me of the hurting people in our 

community, because for them The Mission is their only rest stop. We offer rest, refreshment and hope to those who 

come to us wearied by lifeôs journey. 
 
I am reminded of the words penned by author Charles Dickens, ñIt was the best of times, it was the worst of 
timeséò as I look at the bigger picture of the happenings around us.  This year there are several ministries and 
organizations participating in the Thanksgiving celebration and because of this The Mission will be holding its 
Thanksgiving dinner on Wednesday, November 25, 2009 instead of Thanksgiving Day.  For the longest time, The 
Mission was one of very few that offered any services.  Though it is great to see others stepping up and reaching 
the community, it is sad that there are so many this year that have need. In addition, we kicked off our Christmas 
Project; the first five days we have had over 150 families already come in to get registered. Many of these families 
have had to seek help for the first time ever; their eyes are filled with distress and humiliation. Again, it is great to 
be able to offer assistance but it is difficult to see so many in need of the assistance. 
 
Recently The Mission received a donation of 70 new lockers; these replaced the 35 we had that were very old, very 
used and full of leaks. The lockers are for our homeless so they can have a safe place to keep personal 
belongings, papers, and clothes from theft, weather and loss. It is great that we are able to double the capacity, 
however, we still have over 400 homeless registered at The Mission to receive help.  
 
I am truly amazed at the way God moves, provides and cares for His ministry, The Mission. It is through people like 
you who are obedient to the call to respond, support and help with what God is doing in our city. I believe that God 
will supply every need from the toys needed for the Christmas Project, to the food for Thanksgiving, to the funds 
needed to pave our parking lots, with the hands and feet of Christé through you.
